2- Robyn’s Ladies Bible Study is underway and meeting
on Saturday mornings. This past Saturday, they had 15
ladies attending with 11 different countries represented.

3- Ongoing discipleship through the Bible Studies, John’s weekly preaching of God’s Word and also our personal
one on one time with people.

4- There are a number of men who do not know the Lord, but their wives come to church and church events on a
regular basis. Please pray for John that he would be able to make personal connections with them that would
provide him an opportunity to talk about the Lord.

5- Two upcoming church outreach events: Game Night, October 27 and our Thanksgiving Dinner in November.

6- Our French Residency Visas are due to be applied for again. This application process has become a very
intense task and is not always a “given” that the visa would be granted. We would appreciate your prayers for
this, specifically right now as we are trying to set up an appointment date with the government offices. The only
way the appointment is made is online and open time slots are very limited. It is not easy to get an appointment
and we are working with a deadline in relation to our current residence card’s expiration.
